For our STEM afternoons, we
will complete different STEM challenges each week in different
teams. Clubs on a Friday afternoon will then be an opportunity

to reward pupils for all their hard work the previous week.

This term, PSHE and Personal Development will continue to be an integral
part of our curriculum at Park Aspire. ‘Relationships and Sex Education’
will be the focus for this term, where we will look at a variety of themes.
A lot of the work undertaken will be discussion led, whereby we will look
at different potential scenarios based on that day’s learning objective.
Some of the topics will contain mature themes so we will always seek to
promote an open-minded and respectful approach. Our other key themes
this term are: ‘Predators and Privacy - Online safety’ and ‘Consent &
Boundaries.’
