Maths





In Maths, we are going to continue delivering the White Rose scheme, in accordance with the national curriculum. As a school, we understand one of our core targets is to best prepare children for transitioning back into a mainstream setting. As such, we maintain high standards of our pupils, aiming to deliver as close to age-related expectations as possible. Our Maths emphasis is on fluency and practice, and depth over breadth, in order to give our children the best chance of success. We will focus on ‘Number sense’ and ‘Maths and Money’. 








Stone Cold is a story which explores the issues   surrounding homelessness and the dangers experienced by those living on the street. This is a reading unit and so pupils will explore the structure of the book and how this is used to engage with the reader. Pupils will also develop text analysis skills as well as have various opportunities to write extended pieces around this text. 


 








Science





Students will explore the basics of chemical reactions, including the signs of a reaction (color change, gas production, temperature change, precipitate formation), and differentiate between physical and chemical changes.
