In Maths, we are going to continue delivering the White Rose scheme, in accordance with the national curriculum. As a school, we understand one of our core targets is to best prepare children for transitioning back into a mainstream setting. Our Maths emphasis is on fluency and practice, and depth over breadth, in order to give our children the best chance of success. This term we will be covering the topic ‘Light’, Childen will learn:


 * To recognise that we need light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light.


 *To notice that light is reflected from surfaces.


 *To recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect our eyes.


 *To recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by a solid object.


 *To find patterns in the way that the size of shadows change.
