Maths





This half term we will be covering a topic called ‘Pop and Poetry’. This unit we will develop our appreciation of poetry by drawing parallels with pop music and analysing elements of both with equal seriousness and frivolity. We will continue to develop our writing skills for a variety of purposes.

This term in maths, we'll begin by exploring symmetry, including line and rotational symmetry. We'll investigate symmetrical shapes, learn to identify lines of symmetry, and practice creating symmetrical patterns. This foundational understanding will enhance our spatial awareness and geometric skills. After mastering symmetry, we'll transition to handling data. We'll cover data collection, organization, and interpretation, utilizing charts, graphs, and statistical measures.





Science





We will complete the chemical reactions unit by conducting experiments, analysing reaction types, and understanding the principles behind these processes. After chemical reactions, we'll transition to studying pure and impure substances, focusing on their properties, methods of separation, and real-world applications. This shift will help us grasp the fundamental differences between mixtures and pure substances in scientific contexts.








Children will take part in various sports and activities throughout this half term. We will also be swimming this half term (every Monday) as well as well as taking part in Tae-Kwando lessons on a weekly basis. (every Wednesday.

This term in PSHE, we will explore relationships by discussing different types of relationships, including friendships, family, and romantic connections. Activities will include group discussions, role-playing scenarios, and reflective exercises to understand healthy relationships' dynamics.
